To find out if you qualify for LEAP, call 1-866-HEAT-HELP (1-866-432-8435) or visit www.cdhs.state.co.us/leap to 
view current application requirements.  Delays in processing are usually the result of incomplete or missing  
information on the submitted application. To check the status of your application, you may call 1-866-432-8435. 
 
The Low-Income Energy Assistance Program (LEAP) wants to inform Colorado families and households that assistance 
in paying heating bills is still available. The community column below provides information about LEAP and how Colorad-
ans can receive aid and immediate assistance.  LEAP is a federally funded program that provides cash assistance to 
help families and individuals pay winter home heating costs. The program pays the highest benefits to those with the 
highest heating bills and lowest incomes by family size. Applicant income cannot exceed 185 percent of the federal  
poverty index, which equals a maximum income of $3,400 per month before taxes for a household of four people. Colo-
radans have until April 30, 2010, to apply for LEAP, and applicants should be patient. Applications can take up to 50 
days to be processed and to date, the state has already received more than 133,000 applications. If you¹re in need of 
immediate assistance, help is available, said LEAP Director Todd Jorgenson. We strongly encourage anyone who¹s had 
utilities shut-off, is pending a shut-off, or is running out of a heating source such as propane or wood to contact LEAP 
right away and apply for emergency assistance.
